
Rockland Trust Serving Up Local Flavor Contest Official Rules 

(the “Official Rules”) 

 
No Purchase Necessary to Enter or Win. A purchase/having an account at Rockland Trust will not 

increase your chances of winning. 

These are the Official Rules for the Rockland Trust Serving Up Local Flavor Contest (the "Contest").  By 
entering the Contest, contestants agree to be bound by these Official Rules. 

1. CONTEST PERIOD:  

The Contest begins on April 6, 2026 at 9:00 A.M. Eastern Time (ET) and the Winners will be announced 
on or about the week of May 11, 2026. The time period entries will be accepted is April 6, 2026 at 9:00 
A.M. ET until April 24, 2026 at 11:59 P.M. ET (“Entry Period”). See Section 6. (FAN FAVORITE WINNERS) 
for voting periods. 

2.  ELIGIBILITY AND HOW TO ENTER: 

During the Entry Period, individuals (“Entrant”) may nominate a local youth sports organization and/or 
summer camp (“Organization”) by completing an online form at this link. The Organization must be 
located in Barnstable, Bristol, Essex, Middlesex, Norfolk, Plymouth, Suffolk, Worcester Counties in MA, 
or Hillsborough and Rockingham Counties in NH. An organization may nominate themselves. Individuals 
submitting nominations must be at least 18 years old at time of nomination. All entries become the 
property of Sponsor and no entries will be acknowledged or returned. One Entry (defined below) per 
individual. 

Sponsor shall determine, in its sole discretion, whether an Entry meets the eligibility criteria to 
participate in the Contest. Sponsor’s decisions regarding eligibility and all other aspects of the Contest 
are final and binding. 

Sponsor, its parent and affiliated companies, and each of their respective, officers, directors, employees, 
agents and persons engaged in the development, production or administration of this Contest 
(collectively, the “Contest Parties”) and the immediate family members (i.e., parent, child, sibling, and 
spouse) of each and/or persons living in the same household of such individuals (whether related or not) 
are not eligible to participate in the Contest. This Contest is subject to all applicable federal, state, and 
local laws and regulations, and is void in all geographic locations where prohibited by law. 

3.  PRIZES: 

Twenty (20) selected Organizations will each receive a free ice cream event, funded by Sponsor and 
provided by Dylan & Pete’s Ice Cream (each, a “Prize”), subject to availability and scheduling restrictions. 
Each Prize is non-transferable and valued at US $1,100. Total value of all Prizes: US $22,000. No 
substitutions allowed. Date of event to be determined and mutually agreed upon between winning 
Organizations, Sponsor, and Dylan & Pete’s Ice Cream.

4. HOW TO ENTER:  

Entries will be accepted from April 6, 2026 9:00 A.M. ET until April 24, 2026 at 11:59 P.M. ET. All entries 
must be received in the manner described in these Official Rules during the Entry Period to be eligible.  

Entrants are required to submit the following (each an “Entry”) to participate in the Contest:  

1. Complete and submit form provided at this link 
2. Include the following information:

Sponsor and Releasees (as defined below) shall not be responsible for non-conforming, lost, late, 
incomplete, inaccurate, undelivered, misdirected, or illegible emails, entries (or any component thereof) 
or for inaccurate Entry information, whether caused by Sponsor or participant or by any computer, 
technical, or human error in the administration of this Contest, or in the announcement of prizes. 
Entries or any portion thereof received after the applicable deadline will not be considered. 

Sponsor reserves the right, in its sole and absolute discretion, to declare any Entry invalid or to 
determine whether or not any Entry or Entrant is ineligible or to modify, cancel, terminate, or suspend 
the Contest or these Official Rules if, in Sponsor’s sole opinion, any circumstances, including but not 
limited to, fraud, computer virus, worms, bugs, tampering, unauthorized intervention, technical 
limitations or failures, human error, mistake or any other cause, threaten to corrupt or impair the 
administration, legality, fairness, security, integrity or proper conduct of the Contest. Entrants and 
nominees must be of good moral character. Sponsor reserves the right to exclude anyone convicted of a 
crime (other than moving violations of a misdemeanor type that did not involve personal injury, drugs, 
or alcohol). 

Limit: one (1) Entry per individual.  

By entering, Entrants grant Sponsor permission to use submitted Organization names, photos, and 
related content for promotional purposes without additional compensation, unless prohibited by law. 

5. SELECTION OF CONTESTANTS  

Following the nomination period, eligible nominations will be selected by Sponsor for inclusion in a 
public voting phase. Voting on our Meta (formerly Facebook) page will begin on or around April 27, 2026 
and will be accepted until May 3, 2026 at 11:59 P.M. ET. Chance of winning will depend on number of

votes. Sponsor reserves the right to monitor voting activity and disqualify any entries associated with 
fraudulent, automated, or abusive behavior.  

The eligible entries will then be posted on Meta (formerly Facebook) in accordance with the Fan 
Favorite Winners section below. 

6. FAN FAVORITE WINNERS 

The written submissions from the eligible Entrants will be posted on Meta. Note: Voters will read the 
written submissions and vote on or about April 27, 2026 through May 3, 2026 at 11:59 P.M. ET for their 
favorite eligible Entrant on Meta. The twenty (20) eligible Entrants with the most votes will win the 
Prize. Odds of winning depend on number of eligible votes. Voters are limited to one vote.  Sponsor 
employees and immediate family members are not eligible to vote. Sponsor reserves the right to review 
and delete any comments deemed inappropriate or not in compliance with these Official Rules. On or 
about the week of May 11, 2026, all eligible votes will be counted to select the twenty (20) Winners. 
Winners need not be present to win. Winners will be notified by email or other means and announced 
on Meta.  

Not sponsored, endorsed, administered by or associated with Meta. Neither Sponsor nor Meta shall be 
liable for lost, late, incomplete, inaccurate or undelivered votes or typographical, communication, or 
other errors. The use of automated submissions, tampering or fraud of any kind is strictly prohibited. 
Sponsor reserves the right to reject votes that do not comply with these terms and to terminate this 
promotion, in whole or in part, if, in Sponsor’s sole opinion, any circumstances threaten to impair its 
administration, legality, fairness, security, integrity or proper conduct. By voting for a business or 
accepting a Prize, each participant agrees (a) to release Meta and Sponsor from any loss, injury, damage, 
claims or causes of action of any kind arising out of this promotion and (b) that Sponsor may use the 
Entry for other advertising and promotional purposes – this includes the Winner name, business name, 
and town of business operation. 

7. NOTIFICATION OF FAN FAVORITE WINNERS:   

The Winners will be notified via phone or email on or about the week of May 11, 2026. If after 
notification a Winner does not respond within four (4) calendar days or such other time as specified by 
Sponsor or fail to qualify for any reason under these Official Rules, an alternate Winner will be chosen 
based on the Entrant with the next most votes. An Entrant is only a Winner after notification by the 
Sponsor and complying with the terms and conditions of these Official Rules.  

In addition, Winners may be featured on the Rockland Trust website, in Rockland Trust social channels 
and Rockland Trust press release(s). Winners may be required to execute additional consents or 
publicity releases as a condition of being declared a winner. 

8.  PRIZE MONEY ACCEPTANCE AND TAX LIABILITY: 



By accepting a Prize, each Winner acknowledges compliance with these Official Rules. All federal, state, 
local or other tax liabilities arising from this Contest are the sole responsibility of each Winner, 
respectively. Limit of one Prize per Winner.  

A Winner may waive the right to receive the Prize. The Prize is non-assignable and non-transferable. No 
substitutions may be made by a Winner. Sponsor will withhold taxes from any Prize as may be required 
by law. Prior to receiving a Prize, Winners must execute a W-9 tax form verifying their tax identification 
number. Winners may be required, as requested by Sponsor, to complete and sign (i) an affidavit of 
eligibility/certification that such Winner has complied with the Official Rules of the Contest, and (ii) a 
liability and publicity release (except where prohibited by law). Failure to sign and timely return any of 
these documents within five (5) business days of request, or such other time as specified by Sponsor, or 
to comply with any term or condition of these Official Rules may result in a Winner’s disqualification, the 
forfeiture of a Prize, and, at Sponsor’s sole discretion, the presentation of the forfeited Prize to a 
substitute recipient.  

9. REPRESENTATIONS AND WARRANTIES.   

By entering the Contest, you represent and warrant that your Entry complies with these Official Rules 
and that:  

a. You own or have the necessary licenses, rights, consents, and permissions to reproduce, 
distribute and publicly perform all works of authorship or other content contained in 
your Entry or otherwise provided to Sponsor as part of the Contest (“Entry Materials”) 
and you have the right under all patent, trademark, trade secret, copyright or other 
proprietary rights laws to grant to Sponsor the rights and licenses to use such content, 
as set forth in these Official Rules; 

b. At the time of Entry or any time thereafter, neither your Entry nor Entry Materials 
contravenes any contractual, legal or other obligation;  

c. At the time of Entry or any time thereafter, your Entry Materials do not infringe the 
intellectual property or privacy rights of any third party;  

d. Use of your Entry Materials by Sponsor, as contemplated herein, will not infringe any 
copyrights, rights of publicity, or any other rights of any person; and 

e. Your Entry Materials are truthful and accurate, and you have complied with all relevant 
laws, rules and regulations in the preparation and submission thereof. 
 

10.  DISQUALIFICATION: 

Sponsor reserves the right, in its sole discretion, to disqualify any Entrant at any time if the Entrant or 
any agent, employee, or representative of Entrant is found or suspected of tampering with the Entry 
process, voting process or the Contest; to be acting in violation of these Official Rules; to be outside of 
the geographic coverage of this Contest; or to be acting in an inappropriate or disruptive manner, or 
with intent to annoy, abuse, threaten or harass any other person.  

 



Should Sponsor determine, in its sole discretion, that any Entrant or Winner has violated any of the 
prohibitions contained in these Official Rules or should be disqualified for any other reason, Sponsor 
shall have no obligation to award a Prize to such Winner. 

11. GENERAL RELEASE/INDEMNIFICATION/LIMITATION OF LIABILITY/DISPUTES: 

By participating in the Contest, each Entrant hereby agrees to release, defend, indemnify and hold 
harmless Sponsor and its parent and affiliate companies and each of their directors, officers, employees, 
representatives, and agents and Dylan & Pete’s Ice Cream (“Releasees”) from and against any claims, 
costs, injuries, losses or damages of any kind arising out of or in connection with the Contest, your 
participation in the Contest, or with the acceptance, possession, use or misuse of any Prize (including, 
without limitation, claims, costs, injuries, losses or damages related to personal injuries, death, damage 
to, loss or destruction of property, intellectual property rights, rights of publicity or privacy, defamation 
or portrayal in a false light). Sponsor is not responsible for any incorrect or inaccurate information, 
whether caused by technical or human error or otherwise which may occur in the processing of entries 
or voting in this Contest or in the running of this Contest. Sponsor will not be responsible for 
typographical, printing or other errors in these Official Rules or in other materials relating to the 
Contest. 

Applicable law may not allow the limitation or exclusion of liability for incidental or consequential 
damages, so the above limitation or exclusion may not apply to you.  In such cases, the Releasees’ 
liability will be limited to the fullest extent permitted by applicable law. 

Notwithstanding anything set forth above, to the extent that the preceding release is determined by a 
tribunal of competent jurisdiction to be invalid, unenforceable or void for any reason, each Entrant 
agrees that, to the fullest extent permitted by law (i) any claims, judgments and awards shall be limited 
to actual out-of-pocket costs incurred by such Entrant, but in no event shall an Entrant recover 
attorney's fees or any sums greater than $100; and (ii) under no circumstances will any Entrant be 
permitted to obtain any award for, and Entrant hereby waives all rights to claim, incidental, punitive or 
consequential damages.  

 
12. CONSTRUCTION, WAIVER AND DISPUTE RESOLUTION (Agreement to Arbitrate and Class Action 

and Jury Trial Waiver) 
 

The construction, validity, interpretation and enforceability of these Official Rules, and all issues and 
questions relating thereto, along with the rights and obligations of all Entrants, Winners and of Sponsor, 
shall be governed by, and construed in accordance with the laws of the Commonwealth of 
Massachusetts, without giving effect to any choice of law or conflict of law rules or provisions. In the 
event that any provision is determined to be invalid or otherwise unenforceable, such determination 
shall not affect the validity or enforceability of any other provision, and these Official Rules shall be 
construed in accordance with their terms as if the invalid or unenforceable provision was not contained 
therein. 
 



Any dispute concerning this Contest shall be submitted to binding arbitration in Massachusetts within 
one (1) year from the date that the cause of action arose (or, if multiple cause of actions are involved, 
from the date that the first cause of action arose), with such arbitration conducted pursuant to the then 
prevailing rules of the American Arbitration Association. To the fullest extent permitted by law, no 
arbitration brought pursuant to these Official Rules shall be joined to any other arbitration initiated 
pursuant to these Official Rules. EACH PARTY HEREBY IRREVOCABLY AND UNCONDITIONALLY WAIVES 
ANY RIGHT IT MAY HAVE TO A TRIAL BY JURY IN RESPECT OF ANY LEGAL ACTION ARISING OUT OF OR 
RELATING TO THIS CONTEST. 
 
Any specific waiver of any obligation hereunder by Sponsor does not constitute a general waiver of that 
obligation nor of any other obligation of Entrant. 

 
13. USE OF CONTACT INFORMATION; PUBLICITY:  

By entering the Contest and providing an email address, each Entrant grants Sponsor express permission 
to send Entrant emails related to the Contest, including, but not limited to communications to verify 
eligibility, notification of Winners, or other follow-up emails (including emails to gather feedback 
regarding the Contest which feedback may to be used by Rockland Trust in the planning and design of 
future Contests). Acceptance of a Prize constitutes permission for the Sponsor and its designees to use 
each Winner’s name, city/town, photograph, business description, Entry Materials, other likenesses and 
information in connection with administering and promoting the Contest and for advertising, 
promotional or trade purposes, including but not limited to online announcements, in commerce and in 
all media worldwide without limitation or additional compensation, except where prohibited by law.
